DOES AAUW MAKE A DIFFERENCE? 

�� pparently so — at least those whose opinions differ markedly from AAUW's think so.  In August, a lobby-
ing firm for coal industry interests sought to persuade Congress to defeat a proposed clean energy bill.  

Their strategy – a series of counterfeit letters to members of Congress, including one purportedly from an 
AAUW branch in Virginia that contained the AAUW national logo and the forged signature of a deceased mem-
ber!  The bogus letters are now the subject of a congressional investigation. 

While AAUW fully supports a clean environment, it does not advocate on energy issues and policy, but instead 
leads the way in breaking through barriers for women and girls.  Here are two of the most recent efforts under-
taken by AAUW to achieve those goals.  In September, AAUW joined with coalition partners in supporting the 
Global Resources and Opportunities for Women to Thrive Act (S.1425).  The Growth Act  would help influ-
ence U.S. international assistance and trade policy to give women in developing countries the tools and resources 
they need to lift themselves and their families out of poverty.  By helping impoverished women start and grow 
businesses, enhancing women's land and property rights, increasing women's access to higher quality employ-
ment, and ensuring the benefits of global trade to reach poor women, the Act seeks to enhance women's eco-
nomic security.  

Also in September, the U.S. Census Bureau released data showing that the wage gap between men and women 
working full time remains stubbornly in place.  For example, in 2007, the average woman made almost 78 cents 
for each dollar earned by her male counterpart.  The 2008 figures show, not a gain, but a step back: a woman 
earned just over 77 cents for each dollar earned by a man.  AAUW reacted swiftly and vigorously by issuing a 
policy statement decrying the situation and renewing its support for the passage of the Paycheck Fairness Act 
(S.182/H.R. 12). 

Does AAUW make a difference? The coal industry lobbyists definitely think so.  AAUW's track record proves 
so.  These two Acts present opportunities for us to make a difference once more.  Call or write your congres-
sional representative to co-sponsor or support these Acts.  If they already have done so, tell them thanks.

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GREEN MEDIANS FOR FM 1960 

�� he FM 1960 Green Medians Committee continues working with the landscape architect 
to design and select the proper plants for medians in the Houston climate.  It has already 

been determined that the required watering system is a drip system, which is safer for traffic 
and also uses less water.  The Green Medians committee would also like to install rain sensors 
so the water will shut off during rainy days. 

In January 2010, TxDOT will start the median project for FM 1960, installing raised medians and protected turn 
lanes from I-45 to Mills Road (just west of Hwy 249).  This will take about nine months.  The landscaping of the 
medians will begin after TxDOT has completed their project.   

The Green Medians Steering Committee is now focused on raising funds for the infrastructure of greening the  
medians as well as the visual landscaping.  The first funding needed is $250,000 for landscaping design, irrigation 
installation, boring under and along FM 1960, water meter hook ups, and traffic monitoring.   

“Green medians will increase property values for businesses and homes, help revitalize the area, entice quality  
business and homeowners to our area, add scenic beauty, and show we are an area that cares.”  

Green Medians is a committee of the Houston Northwest Chamber of Commerce and the fundraising is part of the 
Houston Northwest Chamber of Commerce Foundation which allows donations to be tax-deductible.
