President’s Message: Who Are You?

Do you remember reading the book Are
You My Mother? by P.D. Eastman as a
child or more recently to your children or
grandchildren? Just a quick recap for
those of you who have not memorized this
book.

A baby bird is about to hatch, so the
mother bird goes off to find a worm for the
baby’s first meal. While she is gone, the
baby bird hatches, falls out of the nest
and goes out in search of its mother. Be-
cause it doesn’t know what its mother
looks like, the baby bird asks a number of
animals and vehicles “Are you my
mother?”

The baby bird gets four types of an-
swers. First — the kitten that just looked
and does not say a thing. Second — the
cow, who said — “How could | be your
mother? | am a cow”. Third — the plane
that just flew on by. Fourth — the

“snort” (a piece of construction equip-
ment) that frightens the baby bird, but
puts it back in its nest. The happy ending
to the story is that just after the “snort”
places it in the nest, the mother bird re-
turns and asks the baby bird if it knows
who she is. The baby bird answers “You
are my mother.”

Many times our nominating committees
at the branch, state, and Association level
feel like the baby bird. They are looking
for the officers needed to take the respon-
sibility for nurturing and leading our or-
ganization. Being an officer requires mak-
ing a commitment of time and energy.
Nominating committees, unlike the baby
bird, are not going to ask everyone they
meet to be an officer.

In 2008, AAUW signed two amicus curiae, or “friend of the court,” briefs.
One was in support of Vicky Crawford in her sexual harassment case,
Crawford v. Metropolitan Government of Nashville and Davidson County,
and another was in support of the Fitzgerald family in their Title IX case,

Fitzgerald v. Barnstable School Committee.

Both cases were heard before the U.S. Supreme Court in Fall 2008. In
January 2009, the court ruled in favor of the plaintiffs in both cases. To

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Texas Membership Dues and Retention

Dues for 2009 - 2010

AAUW National dues for both branch members and mem-

bers-at-large (MALSs) for FY 2010 will remain at $49 . This
was approved by the AAUW Board of Directors at their Oc-
tober 2008 meeting. Texas dues will remain $10.

Beginning April 1, 2009 , of the $49 AAUW national indi-
vidual member dues, $46 is tax deductible __, payable to
“AAUW,” our 501(c)(3) charitable organization; $3 goes to
support your AAUW Lobby Corps and election-related activi-
ties and are not tax deductible. However, you should still pay
the dues in one payment, to “AAUW,” for the full $49
amount. Student Affiliate dues will continue to be $17, $16
of which will be tax deductible for the same reason. STATE
DUES ARE NOT TAX DEDUCTIBLE AS WE ARE NOT A
501(C)(3).

Texas Membership Data

Texas evaluates membership status by using the retention
rates of last year's new members. Next year we will again
see how many new members individual branches were able
to keep. Branches tend to recruit new members, but in
some cases are unable to keep them once they join. In
some cases branches lose more members than they recruit.
The retention average for Texas was 81.76 percent.

Remember that 100 percent represents zero loss of new
members. If your branch is not on the following list of
branches achieving 81.76 percent retention, you need to
talk with your district representative and try to discover why
new members aren’t remaining a part of your branch.

Please keep in mind that some of the listed branches are
under 15 members and still considered at risk. Congratula-
tions to the following branches.

North Texas Branches (82% or above)
Greenville, Southwest Dallas County, Vernon, Wichita Falls,
Arlington, Grand Prairie, North East Tarrant, Tarrant, Ste-
phenville, Farmers Branch/Carrollton, Mesquite and Tyler.

Central Texas Branches (82% or above)
Georgetown, Huntsville, Kerrville, Nacogdoches, Polk
County, San Antonio, and Bryan-College Station.

West Texas (82% or above)
Amarillo, Brownfield, El Paso, and Lubbock.

South Texas (82% or above)
Orange, North Harris County, Southeast Harris County,
West Harris County, Corpus Christi and Harlingen.

The twenty-first century is here and AAUW intends
to continue to advance our mission with the aid of
the latest technology as we grow into the 21st cen-
tury and beyond. AAUW and AAUW Texas are
both increasing their use of technology as the pre-
ferred method to deliver and receive information.
This is due to the expense incurred when using
hard copy.

Most branches will shortly select their officers for
the coming year. As nominating committees meet
to select their slate of officers they should keep in
mind that to be effective their branch leaders need
to be computer literate and have access to com-
puters. They should consider it mandatory that the
financial officer and membership vice president
both have access to computers.

One of the proposed changes to the Association
bylaws is to allow branches to alter their leadership
structure to any configuration that will work best for
their branch. Association will only require a branch
to have a financial officer and a contact person
(chair or president).

This change is being introduced because branches
indicated they had difficulty filling all the offices

required by the Association bylaws. Texas was
given permission two years ago to allow branches
to re-organize under a committee structure and
several branches chose to do so.

Of course a branch may choose to continue with all
or part of their regular structure of officers. Regard-
less of its leadership structure, one thing that can
be guaranteed is that if your branch leaders do not
have computer capabilities, your branch will not
remain well informed.

A long-time AAUW leader, Betty Price Anderson was born on August 18, 1933 and

passed away on December 28, 2008 after a lengthy iliness.

Long an active proponent of AAUW issues , Betty served as the local and state
president for both the American Association of University Women and the League of
Women Voters. She was a board member of both national organizations. She was
named an AAUW Woman of Distinction, and the Lubbock Branch was renamed in

her honor.

She was a tireless advocate for the health and well-being of all Texans. Betty spent
most of her life in Lubbock. She received her BA from North Texas State University

and her MA from Texas Tech University.

She received the League State President's Award and the National League's Voters
Education Fund Leaders Award. Betty was appointed to numerous state agencies
and committees, including the Texas Commission on Children and Youth and the
Texas Department of Human Services Aged and Disabled Committee.

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AAUW In the 21st Century

Will 2009 be the year of AAUW'’s transformation? If so, each
of us needs to be reminded that policies and procedures by
themselves don't change an organization. Rather, itis YOU,
the members, who have the opportunity to move AAUW
from a 20th to a 21st century organization. Since transfor-
mation depends on the human factor, how does this hap-
pen?

First, we have to work together and think together as an
entire community to ensure that we keep our AAUW Value
Promise at all times. When planning branch activities or
even personal activities, ask “How does this project or pro-
gram or activity help keep AAUW’s Value Promise?” In other
words, how am | helping to break through educational and
economic barriers for women and girls? Diligence in keeping
AAUW'’s promise will make an enor-

mous difference both in getting re-

sults for our mission and in branding

our organization.

Whenever you read with your grand-

daughter, play in a bridge tourna-

ment that benefits the AAUW Educa-

tional Foundation, host a guest

speaker on pay equity at a branch

meeting, or write your member of

Congress through our Two Minute

Activist portal, you're taking a step to break through barriers.
Just asking yourself that question brings a new awareness
to and appreciation of our work that is vital to making it suc-
ceed—and will help you focus as your branch plans its mis-
sion based programming.

When you take that planning up a notch—asking how can
my branch join with as many other branches and members
as possible to apply our collective influence to a break-
through—nbarriers, watch out! With nationwide engagement
by members, our results, if documentable, will prove to be
powerful and persuasive.

Second, plan to attend the 2009 AAUW National Conven-
tion: Breaking through Barriers, June 26-28, in St. Louis.
There you'll have the chance to experience the new AAUW
firsthand, to see with your own eyes what the future holds
for our organization. You’'ll make AAUW history by participat-
ing in the bylaws votes, and, of course, you'll reconnect with
old friends and make valuable and enjoyable new connec-
tions. But, please, come to convention well versed in the
proposed bylaws and rationales; the briefings provide exten-
sive information on these new approaches.

Third, adopt innovative tools and future oriented thinking
about what will make AAUW viable, attractive, and competi-
tive. Yes, organizations compete for the attention and par-
ticipation of current and potential members. If we are unable
or unwilling to see the big picture of AAUW and its needs in
2009 and beyond, we risk the future of the entire organiza-
tion.

So to finalize the corporate restructuring from three separate
entities to one tax exempt umbrella organization (501(c)(3)
with a very small 501(c)(4) subsidiary, the Action Fund), we
will need to adopt bylaws that support the respective legali-
ties and functions. We also need new ways of operating that
recognize updated ways to lead, technology that facilitates
administrative work so volunteers can devote themselves to
breaking through barriers, 21st century ways of engaging
with each other, and other practices.

A number of these innovative tools have been introduced
through the series of briefings that AAUW has provided
since early fall 2008. These tools include the Programs in a
Box, which provide how to’s for mission based program-
ming; the Membership Pilot Program, which will allow lead-
ers to manage their membership records online; and the
Branch and State Local Scholarship
Clearinghouse Pilot Program, which will
help branches market their scholarships
and select their recipients from a pool of
prescreened applicants. Our new
method of submitting a leadership posi-
tion application will allow members to
express general and specific areas for
service, along with an inventory of skill
sets they can bring to these positions.
The type of work expected of the re-
gional director is so valuable that we are
revamping and strengthening that role to ensure grassroots
engagement for the new AAUW.

At the AAUW state spring meetings, board members and
other leaders—champions—uwill present and facilitate dis-
cussion on all these transitions. Be sure to take advantage
of this personalized learning opportunity, especially in prepa-
ration for the convention in St. Louis.

Each of these changes marks a departure from our business
as usual, yet they are all designed to address our organiza-
tional shortcomings. It is up to us to take hold of what organ-
izational development teaches us, leave behind AAUW prac-
tices and thinking that don't work, and build on AAUW'’s un-
matched legacy to reshape its potential for the future. We
need to be smart, as well as educated!

The critical question is, How will you help AAUW move into
the 21st century? As noted, the forward looking framework
and policies/procedures are being developed for your con-
sideration and decision. How you think about AAUW, its
future and its promise, will determine both how you receive
proposed changes and, more important, what you do with
the new AAUW once it is in place. You—both individually
and collectively as the AAUW community—are the agent on
which AAUW'’s success rests!

The new AAUW is going to be a force to be reckoned with.
With a community of nearly 100,000 determined women and
men, focused on a single objective—to break through barri-
ers for women and girls—we will be unstoppable.
